Hey there everyone! | made it back from
England all in one piece and can honestly say it
was a worthwhile trip.

One of the most interesting things | came away
with (horse related), was after our stop in
Hereford where we went to see the Mappa
Mundi. | have included a link if you are
interested to learn more about what the map is
and why it is so significant. But in brief it is the
largest existing map from the middle ages and
depicts how they saw the world at that time. It
was put together from stories of people who
traveled and what they shared when they came
back and also what they imagined. For example,
the map has pictures of animals, and structures
like the pyramids from various parts of the
world. There is no North America of course as
we had not been discovered then. After
sgueezing in to get my turn to see the map close
up, my eye caught this horse at the bottom right
hand corner of the map. It is a mounted horse,
the tour guide said it was likely heading for
battle. | didn't notice it at first, but after a while
it occurred to me the horse was not likely a
trotter. The museum had a number of brass
replica sketchings that you could make a tracing
from (mostly to keep the kids busy) and the
mounted horse was one of them. | took a
tracing, photo is below. The graphic on the map
shows more detail and you can see the horse is
heavily shod with studs. What do you think?
Could gaited horses have been around this long
ago??

For this reason, in 2011 the Heritage Society is
offering its first TWH Heritage Society
Performance Achievement award to the Heritage
Horse and the Heritage-Sired Horse that best
exemplify these talents for which the breed was
developed. Horses must be enrolled in one of the
following: FOSH, NWHA, or TWHBEA
distance riding programs, TWHBEA Versatility
program, other state or regional programs, such
as PWHAT, or NATRC,
Ride Your Walker program. Participants will
need to provide the Society with a copy of their
log book or whatever they turn in to their
respective organizations.
